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Born in 1920 in Mesa, Arizona, Thiebaud established hisdasitén art as a young man, studying
commercial art and becoming an animation artist fon&jsat age 16. While serving in the U.S. Air
Force during World War II, Thiebaud put his skills to twas a mapmaker and a cartoonist for the
Gl newspaper. After his discharge in 1945, he worked as meorial illustrator. He began his
formal artistic studies at San Jose State Univertkign transferred to California State University,
Sacramento, where he finished both bachelor’s antenmdegrees in studio art and art education.

By 1960 Thiebaud had developed a distinctive visual vocabutatgied around food. Depictions
of everyday Americana—sandwiches, gumball machines, tdfgdeda foods, and, famously,

cakes and pies—reflect his focus on the ubiquitous yetyamauns objects of American culture. In
1962 his work was exhibited in the Sidney Janis exhibiff@New Realism, which initiated the

Pop art movement; in the wake of that exhibition, Tauebs name surfaced regularly in
discussions of recognized and emerging Pop artists. tBif@s and 1980s, he moved away from
delicatessen paintings and on to San Frantsuscapes, using fragmented memories to create a
distinct representation of the city.

In 2001 a retrospective of Thiebaud’s work was organized blyitteeArts Museums of San
Francisco, and today his paintings are on view at stieaery major modern art museum in the
United States, including SFMOMA, which owns more thamfhis works. In addition, he has
garnered acclaim as a distinguished teacher, having tautjte University of California, Davis,
Cornell University, and the Academy of Art College, amothers. Thiebaud, now 86, continues to
paint at his studio in Sacramento, California.
