Therese Gastaut, spokeswoman for
the Secretary General in Geneva,
welcomed the “tremendous privi-
lege” of Rauschenberg’s participa-
tion because of his “long-standing
commitment to the activities of the
United Nations,” the high esteem
in which he is held, and the
humanitarian ideals that they
share. Rauschenberg’s history with
the UN includes the creation of a
poster for their Conference on
Environment and Development, to
raise funds for Earth Summit 92

in Rio de Janeiro.

This exhibition, meant to “con-
tribute and enrich the discourse on
the human condition” gives well-

known international artists, as well

This prestigious event is certain to
give the Tribute 21 project a place
for its eloquent voice to be heard.

he Tribute 21 artworks
will travel to Hamden,

Connecticut in September,

1995, to grace the walls
and halls of the the Albert
Schweitzer Institute for the
Humanities, a nonprofit , nongov-
ernmental organization with consul-
tative status with the United Nations.
Harold Robles, founder and presi-
dent of this Institute (and also a
representative of Global Green
USA, the organization created in
response to Mikhail Gorbachev’s call
for a shift in values in regard to the
environment), began “networking”
when he was an ambitious eight-
vear-old. Fascinated by what he
had learned about Albert
Schweitzer from his teacher, he
wrote a letter to Mr. Schweitzer
offering to do anything that might
help - washing Mr. Schweitzer’s car,
for instance - anything to con-
tribute to the significant work
Schweitzer was doing. It was time
for Harold to get started; after all,
Mr. Schweitzer had contributed to
humanity for nearly eighty years

by the time he received the Nobel

Peace Prize.

Albert Schweitzer responded, assur-
ing Harold Robles that schoolwork
was more important for the time
being. Two vears later, they actually
met, and Mr. Robles knew then that
he was destined to work for this
man, dedicating his life to the phi-
losophy Albert Schweitzer believed

in - “Reverence for Life.”

When Harold Robles, who accept-
ed the Tribute 21 “Peace” dona-
tion to Mikhail Gorbachev on
behalf of Global Green, met with
the president of Felissimo at the
Tribute 21 press conference, Mr.
Robles recognized the synergistic
opportunity that existed between
these like-minded organizations.
He suggested that the Tribute 21
artworks be showcased in the
Institute’s gallery space, to further
their mutual commitment to pro-
mote individual responsibility and

as a matrix for the final transfer
onto paper. This transfer was
done by wetting watercolor, print-
ing or drawing paper with water
using a brush, sponge, or by
soaking. When it had accumulat-
ed the desired amount of water,
the printed surface of the inter-
mediary image was placed
against the wet paper and
passed through a lithographic
press. The water released the
vegetable dye, which was
absorbed into the paper, produc-

ing the desired image.

With the expert help of master
printmaker Bill Goldston of
Universal Limited Art Edition, the
final lithographic images were
created with a soy-based
lithographic ink. The result of this
mutual experiment in environ-
ment-sensitive art making was

beyond the expectations of both

these seasoned specialists. ®
