The stone was used subsequently in the print of Breakthrough Il. The litho-
graphic stone had a vertical hairline crack (Lee Bontecou's Fourth Stone was
done earlier at U.L.A.E. from the same stone and the same crack can be found
in impressions of that print). Rauschenberg emphasized this break by placing
the head of the Statue of Liberty directly over the broken area at the top.
